Wieland expands its cuprotherm CTX product range
New dimensions, additional fittings and thermally insulated CTX Energy tube
At the ISH Fair 2009 in Frankfurt, Wieland will be presenting its expanded range of cuprotherm CTX products for underfloor heating and cooling. The CTX tube is next to the dimensions 14 x 2, 16 x 2 and 20 x 2 mm now also available in the new dimensions 18 x 2 and 26 x 3 mm. With the CTX sliding sleeve Wieland offers a completely metallically sealing joining technique for cuprotherm CTX. Here, too, the product range has been expanded: since the autumn of 2008, the CTX sliding sleeve technology also comprises CTX adaptors for classical copper tubes as well as CTX straight male connectors. An additional new product presented by Wieland is the thermally insulated, flexible CTX Energy copper tube. The new tube already has a thermal insulation and can, therefore, be installed more easily and quickly. CTX Energy, which is available in coils, can be used for both radiator connection and drinking water installation.

With the new dimensions 18 x 2 and 26 x 3 mm CTX copper tubes can also be used for projects with higher flow rates, for example, for outdoor heating systems with a water-glycol mixture. Both dimensions are available as tubes in coils including all necessary connectors. Applications are underfloor heating systems for industrial buildings, outdoor heating systems to clear surfaces from snow and ice as well as radiator connection. The dimension 18 x 2 mm offers much higher mass flow rates than those achievable with 16 x 2 mm. Compared to the dimension 20 x 2 mm it has the advantage of a longer coil length of 100 metres.

CTX sliding sleeves together with the new CTX sliding nipples are made of the high-performance, high-strength copper alloy ECOBRASS developed by Wieland. The advantage of the sliding sleeve: in the new joining technology, the flexible copper tube undergoes a defined forming process, so that tightness is ensured solely by metal components not subject to ageing. The CTX sliding sleeve, therefore, meets the high standards regarding long-term reliability of joints, for example in tubes directly embedded in screed or concrete. With the new components the sliding sleeve technology can also be used for installation without manifolds. In addition, the new CTX straight male connector now makes connection to classical tubes possible via soldering and pressing.
